 Jimmie Rodgers 
 

Jimmie Rodgers opened the door for many modern day 
Country Music artists.  
 
Known as the Singing 

Brakeman and 
America's Blue 
Yodeller, Jimmie 

Rodgers was 
nicknamed the Singing 

Brakeman from the 
time he worked on the 
Railway.  
 

The Brakeman was 
the person who would 
walk the length of a 
train on top the cars 
while the train was in 
motion and turn the 

brake-wheel of each car to apply the train's brakes.  
 

Jimmie began learning blues and railroad songs from the 
age of 14 when as a Water Carrier he supplied water to 
the black rail workers.  
 
He worked on the railroad as a Brakeman for about 14 
years but as a result of ill health he left the railroad to earn a 
living playing the guitar and singing. 
 
Jimmie experienced many setbacks in developing his new 
career as an entertainer, but in 1927, he recorded for Victor 

Records to become an overnight star. His hit songs 
Dewberry’s Final Run; Train Whistle Blues; Brakeman 

Blues and Hobo Bill’s Last Ride were reflections on his 
former occupation on the railways.  
 
His life as a top entertainer, however, was short… At the 
age of 35 tuberculosis took his life. 
 
Jimmie was one of the first to be elected into Nashville’s 

County Music Hall Of Fame and the plaque reads Jimmie 

Rodgers (September 8, 1897-May26 1933) The singing 

Brakeman.  
 
Jimmie opened the door for railroad and train songs with 
the likes of Roy Acuff’s big hit The Wabash Cannon Ball. 

 
 Johnny Cash and Merle Haggard have had big hits with 
railroad songs and songs about trains and many Australian 

artists are putting out songs with a similar theme.
