Bondi.

Big Bob rattles off theGig Guide eachSaturday
Night Country with the eloquence of a seasoned
auctioneer, much to the dismayJafhn Nutting
who often struggles to get a word in edgeways.

Bob has been part of the music industry for more
than 35 years, juggling his careers as a musician,
writer and photographer for many well known
publications.
